I received a mailing from Charlie Gross and you about some of the concerns

you had about issues raised by Lisa Chammings. I have yet to see the letter

you speak of, but I have a concern about one of the items mentioned in your

letter.

You indicate that the Recreation Commission excluded football from using

fields in Stillwater Township and at that point the township committee had

to "get involved due to the unfairness of the previous Recreation

Commission." I would like to know exactly when field use permits for

Kitattinny Midget Football (KMFL) were rejected out of hand. Your letter

insinuates that the football league tried to use the current facilities and

were denied access. While it is true there were contentious disagreements

about handling field development and DEP guidelines, at no time was any

group denied access to township facilities. In fact, certain members of the

Recreation Commission went above and beyond normal expectations to ensure

that no group was excluded, despite the decrees of the township committee. 

Minutes from the May 4, 2010 township committee meeting show that Mayor

Morrison introduced a motion, seconded by Mr. Connor, and unanimously

approved by the township committee allowing the KMFL use of both Veteran's

Memorial Park and Volunteer Field with no input from recreation commission

members. Not only was there no input, there was not even a courtesy call

from the liaison on the township committee that such a proposal would be

discussed. Two nights earlier, the Recreation Commission had discussed field

use permits and a meeting to coordinate activities among the various groups

was going to be scheduled in order to work out the particulars so no group

would be excluded from using township facilities.

I know electioneering is an integral part of campaigning, but the claims

made about the football league are patently untrue. The letter indicates

that you and Charlie want to be accurate in refuting Lisa's points. Your

"accuracy" is insulting to the sincere efforts of current and former

Recreation Commission members who worked hard not only to maintain

recreation facilities within the township, but to improve them so they could

be used by so many different groups.
